INTRODUCTION

(NFP) started in 1992 at the United Nations (UN) Confe-

rence on Environment and Development. This discussion
continued under the auspices of the Intergovernmental Panel on
Forests (IPF), the Intergovernmental Forum on Forests (IFF) and
currently it occupies an important position within the UN Forum
on Forests agenda (UNFF).

A framework for support of sustainable forest management
in the European Union (EU) was created in 1998 by adopting
a Resolution on Forest Strategy for the EU. It takes into account the
commitments adopted by the EU and by its Member States within
relevant international processes and at Ministerial Conferences
on the Protection of Forests in Europe.
The Strategy highlights the importance
of multi-functional tasks of forests, sup-
port of their sustainable management
for society development and its im-
plementation via National Forest Pro-
grammes. It also underlines the need to
improve coordination, communication
and cooperation in all areas and policies
related to the forestry sector.

At present, the NFP concept became
an important tool to achieve sustainable
forest management in a way respecting
national sovereignty and complying with
specific national conditions. A common
approach of the European countries
to National Forest Programmes was
agreed at the Ministerial Conference
on the Protection of Forests in Europe
(MCPFE) held in Vienna in 2003 (Reso-
lution VI).

Five years after the adoption of
the EU Forest Strategy, the European
Commission elaborated a report on its
implementation based on the consulta-
tions with Member States and stake-
holders. The report describes National
Forest Programmes as a tool for the Member States to implement
a cross-sectoral approach to forest policy. In this document the
European Commission proposed elaboration of an “EU Action
Plan for Sustainable Forest Management”. The Communication
from the Commission to the Council and the European Parliament

(MCPFE resolutions), forest-related global processes (UNFF),

international conventions: Convention on Biological Diversity

(CBD), Convention on Climate Change (UN FCCC), Kyoto

Protocol, and others.

The presented NFP in connection to these documents works
out and updates the forestry priorities, provides a framework for
impacts of other sectors on forest policy, increasing awareness on
importance of forests for the society, involving governmental and
non-governmental organisationsand groupstodealwith problems
of forests and forest management and to solve problematic issues
within competence of various state authorities and organisations.

Sustainable forest management is the basic principle of the
NFP. It assumes development of an economic system on satisfying
the societal requirements for nature-protective and other
ecological and social functions of forests and forestry services.

There is the advantage that the NFP is being prepared in the
time when the Community is starting to support rural development
through the European Agricultural Fund for Rural Development
(EAFRD) and environmental development (LIFE+). Financial
resources from the sub-programmes “Renewal and development
of forest management”, “Research and expert assistance for
sustainable forest management” and financial resources provided
in the framework of state aid in accordance with the EU rules, with
the Act 274/2006 on support of agriculture and rural development
shouldbe used in order to meet the objectives and to implement the
measures along with these resources. Other sectoral operational
programmes should be also used to develop forest management
in the framework of cross-sectoral cooperation.

The ratio of these territories to the coun-
try’s area or to the area of forest lands is over average in both the
European and global contexts.

Growing stock in forest stands is increasing (Figure 6) and
in 2005 it reached the amount of 438.9 million m?* of raw wood
without bark. Average growing stock per hectare is 229 m?. Incre-
asing growing stock is mainly caused by great share of 50—90 year-
old forest stands (Figure 7), by specification of process of growing
stock determination and by application of new growth tables.

Felling is increasing (Figure 8). In 2000, it reached the amo-
unt of 6.2 million m3, in 2003 over 6.6 million m?, in 2004 it was
more than 7.2 million m?® and in 2005 as much as 10.2 million m3
which is an annual record in timber felling in the entire history of
the Slovak forestry. Such a high rate of logging was caused by pro-

Annual cleaning was reduced in
non-state forests in 2004-2005,
where it was applied only on 77%
of planned area. In state forests annual cleaning was increased.
The area of thinning is being also reduced which is caused in parti-
cular by postponing the planned tending felling due to large extent
of processing the wood from incidental felling in both mature and
premature stands. Therefore the volume of actually executed ten-
ding felling is higher than planned in a long-term perspective. Cri-
tical situation is in the case of coniferous tree species. Their pro-
portion in total volume of incidental felling in premature stands
was more than 90%.

The sale of timber is the most important source of revenues
in the forestry sector, assuring approximately 80% of income and
profit in the forestry. After 2000, export of timber from Slovakia

to the need to promptly process calamity wood.

Processing the produced timber at national level is promoted
in order to increase employment and incomes of population. This
fact is confirmed by average data on gradual growth of production
and consumption of basic timber assortments (measured in cubic
metres per capita). However, value added in timber products has
not been increased considerably yet.

Relationships between the forestry and the wood processing
industry are developing based on a professional approach to
trade, partnership and cooperation. The pulp and paper industry
is the most stable industrial sector in this respect. The wood
processing industry is capable to absorb growing amount of
timber, however larger concentration of wood sawing activities
and more sophisticated wood production activities are expected.

The forest management in Slovakia has become a competitive
part of Europe in the area of market products, public-benefitial
functions of forests and know-how. It is, however, necessary
to further promote principles of ecological and economic
sustainability and to increase effectiveness of the forestry sector.

Comparing economicresults of the state forestry organisations
in current prices after 1990 shows their gradual decrease till 2004
when these results started to improve. In the sector of non-state
forests the economic results are gradually improving.

Support from public sources is still decreasing with the most
considerable fall registered in 2004 and 2005. When compared to
1990, the amount of support in permanent prices was reduced in
2005 to 3.3%.

The annual exceeding of a planned felling volume, reducing

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The task of the nature-friendly
management is to achieve a proper
tree species, age and spatial struc-
ture of forest stands. At present,
amodern strategy of nature-friend-
ly, economically viable silviculture
is missing. From the point of view
of silviculture and forestry econo-
my, aspects (indicators) of nature-
friendly forest management have
not been quantified sufficiently yet.
These facts complicate its applica-
tion in forestry practice. Currently,
the nature-friendly management
is applied via larger application of
shelterwood management system,
via regeneration of forests by tree
species corresponding to site con-
ditions, by increasing the share of
natural regeneration (Figure 13),
etc.

Because of these facts it is
necessary to work out a strategy
of nature-friendly forest manage-
ment which would include for-
mulation of alternative concepts
of silviculture: classic and techni-
cal. The classic concept should be
based on using autochthonous tree
species with the aim to increase
resistance potential, ecological
stability and biodiversity as well as
to reduce costs by the rational use
of natural processes. The technical
concept will be based mainly on an
economically motivated selection
of tree species. It should be applied
on forest plantations with the aim
to achieve a maximal timber pro-
duction due to growing demand
for timber and in the areas which
are not very important from the
point of view of nature and land-
scape protection or during affor-
esation of land which is not used
agriculturally.

The main reasons of this situ-
ation include: lack of internal fi-
nancial resources to buy modern
technologies and dependence on
import of machinery and equip-
ment from abroad. Foreign com-
panies with better machinery and
equipment coming to Slovakia in
relation to the windthrow disaster
in November 2004 contributed to
renewal of technology. Biologi-
cally quickly degradable oil is used
almost exclusively in engine saws.
This applies also for harvesters
during mechanised timber felling.

Insufficient density and poor
quality of forest road network lead
to growing distances for timber
skidding from the felling place to
the hauling place. For these rea-
sons the stem method of felling
and tractor skidding of timber to
the hauling place are prevailing.
This is limiting possibilities for the
effective use of multi-operation
harvesting machinery, forest ca-
bleways and other opportunities
of timber use. High share of inci-
dental timber felling, mainly due to
wind calamities and other abiotic

injurious factors, has also an important impact on application of
felling technology and timber skidding.

Alarge part of technology used in mechanised activities is ob-
solete and does not correspond to the needs of development of
modern environmental technologies.

and transport sectors.

e Ensuring a reasonable transport accessibility of forests, in-
creasing the accessibility with due regard to the principles of
ecological forest management. When building a forest road
network it is necessary to create conditions for using environ-
mentally friendly technologies.

Priority 3: To support conservation, improvement and en-
hancement of biodiversity

Conservation, protection and reasonable enhancement of bio-
logical diversity in forests are a basis of sustainable forest man-
agement. The EU Forest Action Plan mentions that “much of the
EU biodiversity is impoverished and still declining, accelerated ac-
tion at Community and Member State level is required to restore
habitats and natural ecosystems”. Pursuant to the Resolution
H2 of the Ministerial Conference on the Protection of Forests in
Europe “lack of full scientific certainty should not be a reason for
postponing such measures”. The National Strategy of Biodiversity
Protection and the Action Plan for its implementation by 2010 are
in force in Slovakia.

Protection of biodiversity is ensured primarily in the forests
with prevailing ecological and social functions, i.e. in the pro-
tection, special-purpose forests and in protected territories. The

Maintaining productive capacity, resilience and biological diversity,
are key factors in ensuring a healthy forest ecosystems. This, in turn,
is essential for healthy society and economy.

EU Forest Action Plan

Priority 4: To mitigate consequences of climate change and to
support adaptation of forests to impacts of climate change

Expected climate change is considered to be one of the most seri-
ous threats to sustainable development with adverse impacts on
the environment, human health, food supply safety, natural re-
sources and infrastructure. It has been proved that increasing con-
centration of anthropogenic greenhouse gases in the atmosphere
causes climate changes which requires
proper measures to be implemented in
order to mitigate the climate change con-
sequences.

Forest ecosystems can absorb carbon
dioxide and store it in soil and vegetation
and affect so the process and the extent
of climate change. In the global scale the
deforestation is responsible for approxi-
mately 20% of total carbon dioxide emis-
sions. The EU Forest Strategy mentions
that mitigation of climate change can
be most easily achieved via increasing
existing reserves of carbon in forest eco-
systems and by providing support to the use of biomass and wood
products. By implementing proper forestry adaptation and miti-
gation measures in the area of carbon sinking the forest manage-
ment can considerably contribute to meeting the Kyoto Protocol
commitments.

Occurrence of extreme climate phenomena, droughts,
floods, extremely high and low temperatures will be probably
more frequent due to global changes of climate. Less resistant
tree species and species more dependent on stability of the
environment will become extinct. Climax communities will yield

Protection of
forests against biotic and abiotic agents is one of the main priorities
of forest policy”™.

Reducing vitality of some tree
species, usually named as “mass
decay”, is a very important prob-
lem. In the past the victim of this
phenomenon used to be fir, elm,
oak, today it is in particular Nor-
way spruce. Mass decay of spruce
stands, which started in the sec-
ond half of the previous century,
belongs to the most serious prob-
lems of forestry. In the past, the
forest decay used to be connected
to air pollution. Currently, this
problem is addressed in a broader
context, while growing importance
is attributed to climate change. Cli-
mate change leads to increasing
aggressiveness of injurious agents,
invasions, undesirable changes in
biodiversity, reduction of overall
stability of forest ecosystems and
their destruction.

Framework objectives:

e To create an effective system to prepare, fund and implement
projects of recovery measures and forest protection projects so
as to assure improvements of forest health conditions and to
effectively regulate impacts of injurious agents.

e To create and fund the functioning of an effective system to
monitor occurrence of forest fires and implementation of ef-
ficient fire preventive measures.

* To increase intensity the research of injurious agents in order
to rapidly achieve relevant information on their effects and on
preparation of measures for forestry practice and for systemic
solution of disaster situations in territories with stronger de-
gree of protection (the 4" and 5%), while respecting the eco-
logically, economically and socially most proper variant.

Priority 6: To develop forest monitoring

The up-to-date and correct information on the state and develop-
ment of a forest is one of basic preconditions for target-oriented
management and social use of forest resources. Such information
is a basis for decision-making, planning, controlling and prognos-
ticating activities on various management levels not only in forest-
ry but in other related sectors as well (in particular wood process-
ing industry, nature protection, environmental management).
The requirements for the spectrum
and punctuality of information are
growing and along with traditional
characteristics of forest production
and potential harvesting capaci-
ties they include also forest health
conditions and ecology, including
biodiversity. Simultaneously, along
with requirements for information
there are requirements concerning
the quality of information (precise-
ness).

To monitor the state and de-
velopment of forests Slovakia cur-
rently uses three basic systems:
forest management monitoring and
survey of forest ecology in relation
to preparation of forest management plans; monitoring of health
conditions of forests carried out in accordance with the interna-
tional Forest Focus programme; and the National Inventory and
Monitoring of Forests of Slovakia. Recently, these issues are devel-
oping rather intensively. The framework of national forest inven-
tories is being extended and new indicators to assess sustainable

parability of information on forests on a pan-European level.

National criteria and indicators, which are determined by
the improved pan-European indicators, have been worked
out to monitor the state and development of sustainable forest
management. Corresponding relevant information is missing
to register contributions of forestry and to ensure the economic
and social pillars of sustainable forest management. Therefore
the existing monitoring system should include the collection of
economic and social data with the aim to use them to incorporate
boththemarketandnon-marketvaluesintotheforestmanagement
production.

Main problems:

e Separation and disharmony between particular systems of
monitoring (production, health conditions, ecological).

e Missing or insufficient methodologies and absence of col-
lecting information on some production, ecological, socio-
economic indicators, public-beneficial functions, including
natural development of forest ecosystems.

e Missing comprehensive and quality economic information
which does not allow specification of support used for forest
management.

e Absence of socio-economic monitoring in forest management.

e Insufficient survey on economic situation of forest land own-
ers in various forms of ownership, various size of forest prop-
erty, production potentials, etc.

Framework objectives:

e To carry out a comprehensive inventory and monitoring of all
components and functions of forest ecosystems harmonised
with procedures, technologies, needs and requirements of on-
going pan-European and global integration processes.

e To ensure adequate management of information flows and
standardisation of information in the forestry information sys-
tem.

e Tocontinuously monitor and assess the state and development
of forests and forestry in Slovakia in accordance with national
criteria and indicators of sustainable forest management so as
to enable a periodic assessment of progress achieved, elabora-
tion of international forest state reports and comparability on
international level.

* To regularly work out recommendations to improve forest
conditions, resulted from the national monitoring and inter-
national reports on evaluation of forest resources.

Forests provide goods and services that benefit citizens, their
health and their quality of life, including amenities and recreation
in urban and rural areas, occupation and income for millions of
people, protection of soil and water and protection against erosion,
desertification and natural hazards.

Priority 7: To conserve and improve protective functions of
forests

Protection forests and special-purpose forests with prevailing
non-production functions are being designated in Slovakia to
provide protection of infrastructure and natural resources against
injurious agents.

Flood protec-
tion measures to protect infrastruc-
ture in river basins are carried out
through management of small wa-
tercourses.

There is growing importance of
the linear planting of trees, wind-
breaks, river bank vegetation, wa-
ter reservoirs and protection for-
est zones in the areas of increased
noise and dust. Original vegetation
is often very old and at the end of
its lifetime, regeneration is not suf-
ficient which weakens its original
functions.

The general legally binding in-
struments in the area of forestry in
Slovakia constitute sufficient con-
ditions for assuring these protec-
tion functions.

Main problems:

Missing mechanisms and absence of payments to cover in-
creased costs and compensations for restricted rights of own-
ers to use forest stands in the public interest in the case of im-
plementation of measures oriented to maintain and improve
protection functions of forests.

Reduction of forest-technical reclamations and torrent control
activities due to the lack of funds; devastation of built works
and river bank corridors; dealing only with emergency situa-
tions.

Frequent disharmony between the interests and requirements
of inhabitants concerning infrastructure protection measures
and nature and landscape protection interests.

Increased occurrence of climate extremes and incidental fell-

ing.

Framework objectives:

Assuring maximal functional efficiency of forests with prevail-
ing protection functions (ecological and social) by maintain-
ing and enhancing their vitality and stability. This requires
improving differentiated principles of management in these

The current situation is a consequence of decline and changes
in the structure of agricultural production and other economic
activities.

Opportunities of forestry for development of small-scale busi-
ness, tourism and services based on social functions of forests
(recreational, health and aesthetical) are determined by very di-
verse natural conditions in forest communities. It is however nec-
essary to remove reasons of the lagging, such as insufficient in-
frastructure, lack of proper accommodation facilities, low level of
services. Provision of information on services offered by forestry
is also insufficient.

Main problems:

* Relatively small share of incomes for wooden products and
services from non-production functions of forests and from
diversified activities in rural areas.

¢ Insufficient use and processing of local natural resources.

e Poor economic situation of forest land owners.

e Insufficient support of innovations in the area of use of natural
resources.

e Insufficiently developed system of advisory services for small
and medium businesses in rural areas.

e Low level of use of financial sources from the EU structural
funds to support business and diversification of activities in
rural areas.

e Application of specific forms of businesses, services, market-
ing and advisory activities in forestry in order to improve so-
cio-economic parameters of rural areas.

application of ecological and social functions of forests negatively
affects the economics of forestry due to absence of financial com-
pensations and payments for loss or for public services provided.

The whole process of economic stability of forestry will be
significantly affected by quality of basic production factors,
innovation policy, rational organisation of economic activities,
support policy of the state (Figure 22) and EU as well as by the
ability to ensure the application of public services provided by
forest management.

Main problems:

e Decrease of profitability of forest enterprises.

e Insufficient compensation for restricted owners’ rights.

e Insufficient support of research and development activities to
assure a multifunctional forestry.

e Insufficient application of new, efficient ecological technolo-
gies in forestry activities.

e Lowlevel of acceptance of principles and specificities of multi-
functional management in forests by other sectors.

Framework objectives:

e Increasing economic effectiveness of production process by
optimising the planning, decision-making, marketing and in-
novative processes.

e Re-assessing the proposed system of areas of European im-
portance and bird areas and assessing the impact of its extent
on competitiveness and economic viability of forest manage-
ment.




Priorita 10: Podporit vyskum a technologicky rozvoj na zlepSe-

Lesnicka veda, vyskum a vyvoj su prevazne kombinaciou cie-
leného zakladného a aplikovaného vyskumu orientovaného na

Priority 10: Tosupportresearch and technological development
in order to improve competitiveness of the forestry sector

Forest science, research and development usually constitute
a combination of targeted basic and applied research oriented to
gaining knowledge on the use of results in economic, environmen-
tal and social areas. It is an innova-
tive activity which uses discoveries
and knowledge from a number of
basic scientific disciplines, in par-
ticular from natural sciences. The
basic and applied research in for-
estry is being carried out in accord-
ance with the Act on science and
technology. There are following
science and research institutions:
National Forest Centre — Forest
Research Institute Zvolen, State
Forests Research Station of Tatra
National Park, Forestry Faculty of
the Technical University in Zvolen
and Institute of Forest Ecology of
the Slovak Academy of Sciences in
Zvolen.

Orientation and priorities of
forest science and research have to
respect the expected trends of glo-
bal and regional development as
well as specificities expected on the
national level. These interlinkages
determine the support of knowl-
edge also in the Programme Dec-
laration of the Slovak Government
mentioning that the Government
will support the main priorities of the European Commission laid
down in the Seventh EU Framework Programme for science and
research. The EU creates conditions for internationalisation of re-
search space which is aimed to assure a progressive and long-term
integration of research partners in a given area.

The budget for science and technology in Slovakia is
insufficient from a long-term point of view which causes decline
of gaining new knowledge and its verification and reduction of
staff dealing with science and technology in forestry. Obsolete
scientific devices and equipment lead to the lagging in research
methodology, when compared to developed forestry countries.

The national research supported from public sources should
correspond to the up-to-date European and international

Main problems:

e Restriction of research and development due to permanent re-
duction of financial resources.

e Unequal conditions for the financing of sectoral research and
other components of the science and research basis pursuant
to the Act on science.

e Absence of a state science and research programme aimed at
forest research.

e Lagging development of infrastructure of science and research
facilities.

e Insufficient use of foreign financial resources for science and
research.

e Weak coordination of the sectoral research with the research
in related sectors.

Framework objectives:

e Improving economic, legislative, institutional and informa-
tion instruments to strengthen forest research, technological
development, innovations and faster transfer of results into
practice.

e Assuring orientation of forest research to scientific and tech-
nical projects in the framework of the State Science and Re-
search Programme and international research programmes in
the framework of the Seventh EU Framework Programme for
science and research.

Priority 11: Valuation and marketing of forest non-wood
products and services

The EU Forest Action Plan mentions that “Forests fulfil numerous
functions which are not reflected in the prices of marketed wood
and non-wood goods. There is a need to quantify the total value of
forests and their functions, and to develop and apply instruments
to compensate for non-marketed goods and services”. Further it
lays down that “The Member States will promote studies and pilot
projects on valuation, compensation and innovative marketing of
forest goods and services, which may be supported by the EARDF?,
the LIFE+ instrument, the 7" Research Framework Programme
and the Intelligent Energy-Europe Programme (IEE) within the
Innovation Framework Programme (CIP)”.

Currently, Slovakia does not have any system of placing on
market the non-wood forest products, forestry services and non-

This concerns first of all
climatic, hydrological, recreational
and nature protection functions
and impacts of forests which cause
material losses or increased costs
imposed to forest land owners and
managers.

The problem is that the for-
est production mechanism often
works in a systemic connection
and so the costs or expenditures of
assuring production and public-
beneficial functions of forests can
be distinguished only on the basis
of a more detailed analysis. Non-
material benefits or functions, products and benefits of produc-
tion functions of forests, except for timber and game animals, are
considered to be collateral effects of timber production function of
forests or positive externalities of forest production, which are not
subject of market and which are not reflected in the price of wood
and non-wood products.

Main problems:

e Considerable part of public-beneficial functions provided by
forests is not placed on market (externalities).

¢ Insufficient financial support of the processing and sale of
forest non-wood products and of provision of services in for-
estry.

Framework objectives:

e Drafting and implementation of methods of identification,
quantification and assessment of non-wood products and ben-
efits from non-production forest functions.

e Achieving a societal acceptance of non-production (public-
beneficial — ecological and social) functions as forest manage-
ment externalities.

e Application of a system for assuring a societal demand for
functional benefits from forests in relation to other forest poli-
cy instruments (support from public resources — national, EU;
payments for ecosystem services, compensation for property
losses, state aid, tax exemptions, public services as a part of
forestry activities within forest management), including draft
legislative and institutional instruments to support business
development and the use of non-wood products and services
from non-production forest functions.

forestry is 2.27 million tonnes with
energy value of 21.6 PJ, while 520
thousand tonnes are used in the
form of fuel wood and wood chips.
The share of forest fuel biomass
in consumption of primary energy
sources in Slovakia is approxi-
mately 0.7%.

Total share of wood biomass,
including the wood processing
industry, in the national energy
consumption is approximately 2%.
The EU Member States with com-
parable conditions cover by bio-
mass 6—16 % of their consumption
of primary energy sources (e.g.

* Use of production and use of wood biomass for energy gen-
eration as an important factor of sustainable regional develop-
ment, in particular in rural areas, to support creation of stable
job opportunities, improvement of the environment, develop-
ment of infrastructure and of alternative use of forest lands
(increasing areas of energy-purpose stands on low-productiv-
ity forest lands and afforestation of agricultural soils which are
not suitable to growing agricultural plants).

e Increasing energy independence of the country and agricultur-
al organisations by developing the use of wood biomass and
other renewable energy sources; reduction and stabilisation
of costs of energy production while maintaining supply reli-
ability with favourable impacts on the environment and forest
management.

Priority 13: To support cooperation of forest land owners and
to improve education in forestry

The EU Forest Action Plan lays down that “Due to changing
ownership structures and the increasing share of non-farmers
owning forests, a growing number of owners lack skills and
capacities for sustainable forest management. Fragmentation of
private forest holdings may lead to further difficulties and higher
costs in forest management, reducing mobilisation of wood and
undermining the provision of forest services. A well-trained and
adaptable workforce is also necessary”.

Due to permanently chang-
ing relationships and conditions it
is necessary to create a system of advisory services as a method
enabling an optimal flow of information and establishing a link
between the theory and practice. Building and supporting the
advisory system will enable in the area of forestry the accessibil-
ity of information needed to achieve required level of technical,
technological, economic and legal knowledge at the side of forest
land owners and users. The relevant EU legislation lays down an
obligation to create and apply a comprehensive advisory system in
forestry from the beginning of 2007.

Education of a new generation of forest management staff is
provided by secondary forestry schools, forestryvocational schools
and Forestry Faculty at the Technical University in Zvolen in a new
three-degree form of university study: BSc. degree (bachelor) —
MSc. degree — PhD. degree. Efforts to use the capacities of the
forestry schools lead to disproportion between the number of
graduates and the labour market. The vocational education has
to be harmonised with labour market requirements for required
professions in accordance with education demands and criteria in
the EU countries.

Existence of institutions ensuring life-time education and
other vocational education (National Forest Centre — Institute
of Forestry Advisory and Education Services, Further Education
Centre of the Technical University in Zvolen) guarantees that
these activities are effectively implemented based on current needs
of the forestry sector and that there is a space for new development
activities and linkage between the science and practice.

Building and applying the advisory service system.
Elaborating a forestry education system with regard to adapt-
ing the vocational education to labour market requirements.
Building and implementing a comprehensive system of life-
time education with the aim to build a knowledge-based soci-
ety.

STRATEGIC OBJECTIVE

STRENGTHENING COOPERATION, COORDINATION
AND COMMUNICATION

(Improving coherence and cross-sectoral cooperation with
the aim to harmonise economic, ecological and socio-cultural
objectives on various organisational and institutional levels)

While forest policy is a competence of the Member States, many
policy initiatives with an impact on the forest sector are developed at
European level. Coordination between different policy areas in the
Member States, between the Member States and the Commission,
and within the Commission is particularly important for the forest
sector. This will improve coherence and cooperation across sectors,
networking and development of communication between the forestry
and the society.

EU Forest Action Plan

Priority 14: To ensure implementation of international com-
mitments related to forests and forestry in pursuing the objec-
tives of the National Forest Programmes

International, global and European forestry and forest-related
activities fundamentally affect the forest strategy and policy in
Slovakia. Discussions and negotiations on sustainable forest de-
velopment on a global level are organised within the framework of
a number of processes and initia-
tives. Events include in particular
the global process called UN Fo-
rum on Forests and regional proc-
esses, such as Ministerial Confer-
ences on the protection of forests
in Europe.

Preparation for such nego-
tiations is a part of discussions in
working committees of the Coun-
cil of Europe where the European
Commission plays a role of a coor-
dinator and supervisor so that the
resolutions under preparation are
in accordance with the EU legisla-
tion and policies. The basic document in this area is the EU Forest
Strategy which explicitly defines the necessity of active participa-
tion of the EU countries in all forestry-related international events.
Article 4 of the Strategy declares active participation of the EU in

Other important components of international activities con-
cerning forest management include conventions and processes,
such as the Convention on Biological Diversity, Convention on
International Trade in Endangered Species, Ramsar Convention,
UN Framework Convention on Climate Change with its Kyoto
Protocol, UN Convention to Combat Desertification, etc. Con-
cerning forest management it is necessary to mention also the
UN Commission on Sustainable Development which organised
the World Summit on Sustainable Development and in particular
regular global forest congresses.

Conclusions of the above-mentioned global and European
events are decisively important from the point of view of forming
basic strategic steps of the EU towards sustainable forest
management and forestry development. For these reasons their
conclusions are determining documents also for the strategy and
the concept of the Slovak forest management. Therefore Slovakia
implements them systematically into the national forest policy
and into generally binding legal instruments. This is supported by
incorporation of the current international documents, including
the EU Forest Action Plan into the Agriculture Development
Policy for 2007-2013 — Part Forestry and into this National Forest
Programme.

Priority 15: To strengthen cross-sectoral cooperation and
coordination among policies affecting forests and forestry

In the light of legal instruments in the area
of forest management and based on inter-
national agreements and commitments
there are duties which are in responsibility
of a number of sectoral organisations. For-
est ecosystems are an extremely valuable
part of especially protected areas and that
is why they are sometimes a place of con-
flict between the interests of forestry and
nature and landscape protection which is
under responsibility of the Ministry of the
Environment. Wood processing, unlike
the processing of agricultural products,
belongs to the competence of the Minis-
try of Economy. Forestry education is in
the responsibility of the Ministry of Edu-
cation. Some parts of forest lands are ad-
ministered by the Ministry of Defence. As
regards international cooperation, coordi-
nation with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
is necessary.

Multi-sectoral approach is important
also with regard to the fact that some for-
estry problems have their origin out of this
sector (forest damaging due to air pollu-
tion, forests used by the public, activities
carried out pursuant to specific legal in-
struments, etc.). Cooperation with science

Priority 16: To meet justified interests and needs of forest land
owners and of the society

The objective of sustainable and functionally integrated forest
management is to ensure justified interests, requirements and
needs of the society and owners of forest lands, i.e. to optimise the
fulfilment of forest functions for the public and acceptable level
of business profit for forest land owners. This is in the interest
of the whole society because the owner looking after sustainable
existence of a forest offers important services to the society.
In order to meet these plans it is necessary to further ensure
professional forest management according to forest management
plans and by an expert forest manager.

Forestry is in difficult financial conditions. While societal
requirements for timber production are ensured by a working
market, other public functions of non-market nature have not
been sufficiently ensured yet. Due to multifunctional nature and
specificities of forest production the forestry is not capable to
cover growing demands for non-production functions from timber
production incomes. Objectives and components of sustainable
forest management have therefore to include services to support
other functions as potential incomes for owners so that they do not

In the 2007-2013 period, the state
support should be provided in particular in the framework of the
programme Sustainable Forest Management from the European
Agricultural Rural Development Fund and from the state aid.

It is necessary to improve and apply the instruments to
support sustainable management in cases in which natural
and production conditions and adverse anthropogenic impacts
(disadvantaged areas) do not allow to create sufficient resources
forimplementation of sustainable methods of forest management.
This applies also to the forests fulfilling important environmental
and social functions. Owners and users of forests in areas with
a protection regime due to nature protection are restricted to
a certain extent in using their property. When compared to the
owners of other forests they are disadvantaged on the market,
they suffer from material loss and increased expenses.

Compensation for restriction in daily forest management
is provided only by the Act on nature and landscape protection
and by the Act on forests. Some technical aspects constitute
an obstacle in wider application of relevant provisions. Forest
management is also addressed by other Acts, e.g. Acts on water,
roads, telecommunications, energy, protection and use of mineral
resources, health care. These Acts, however, do not address issues
of forest land protection and compensation for increased costs
and management restrictions.

The process of forest restitutions and arrangements in
forest management has not been completed yet. It stagnates
mainly in small-area private forests owned by small owners and
associations.

Currently, the land records are being renewed and land
ameliorations are being updated. They are intended to improve
production and working conditions in agriculture and to support
rural development. In the past,
forest lands in some cases were not
included into the districts of land
amelioration projects.

Marginal agricultural lands,
including “white areas”, are not
used sufficiently. This issue is not
addressed because the support
from the EU can be obtained only
for afforestation of currently used
agricultural lands. This practice is
aimed at lowering agricultural pro-
duction instead of strengthening
forest function in landscape and
environmental management, pub-
lic benefits and production of tree
biomass.

Forest management in some
areas of Slovakia (mountain areas)
constitutes an important source of
labour force (employment opportu-
nities) and co-determines the entire
social environment, especially in
rural areas with higher forest cov-
erage. The number of employees
in the forestry sector is decreasing.
Since 1990, the number of persons
working in this sector dropped
from 36,316 to approximately
13 thousand in 2005. The number of people working in organisa-
tions, which are active not exclusively in the forestry, is roughly
12 thousand.

The average salary in the forestry sector is lower by 10% in
comparison to the average in the national economy. Adverse trend
in employment is continuing and overriding offer of labour force
does not meet new business initiatives linked directly to the forest
management.

Supply services to utilise outputs of silviculture and harvesting
activities for both state and non-state subjects constitute an
important area of a multifunctional forestry. At present, subjects

foreign companies, which have up-to-date technology, equipment
and experienced management.

for material loss in case of restriction of ownership rights.

Framework objectives:

e Maintaining and stabilising forests in disadvantaged areas in
order to improve ecological and social effects and the environ-
ment.

e Dealing with problems of insufficient compensation for re-
striction of owners’ rights.

e Supporting to settle owners’ and users’ rights in relation to
forest properties and removing the surviving stagnation in
restitution process, first of all in case of private forests.

* Considerable growth of forest lands in districts of new (under
preparation) land amelioration projects.

e Elaborating a programme of afforestation of marginal agricul-
tural lands in order to improve protection of infrastructure and
to ensure financial resources for this purpose.

e Increasing employment, mainly through diversification of eco-
nomic activities and through development of forestry-related
services.

Priority 17: To support the use of wood from forests managed
in sustainable way

While the interest in a forest as a part of the environment still
grows and various groups try to enforce the use of forests for

The national wood process-
ing industry is a dominant actor,
processing approximately 75% of
produced wood. The wood is usually supplied by forestry organi-
sations to wood yards of processing factories. Wood volume is
measured automatically by the user. There is a growing trend in
the use of logistical methods.

Annual timber export from Slovakia amounted 16-34% of
annual timber supplies, while there is a decreasing trend in recent
years (except for 2005 when export growth of coniferous wood
was caused by windthrow disaster). Timber import is very low
(roughly 2% of domestic wood supplies). Annual sawn timber
export ranges from 23% to 68% and is decreasing. Sawn timber
import is relatively low (2—4%).

Main problems:
e Relatively high export of raw wood assortments and wood
products with a low value added.

Priority 18: Tosupportenvironmental education and systematic
work with the public in order to achieve a positive change in
perception of forestry by the public

Forests are for the public an attractive and unique environment
which is also a source of knowledge and education. Demand for
recreation in nature is increasing. Instruments in the area of pub-
lic relations include forest pedago-
gy which is intended to improve the
relationship of the public to forests
and forestry, contribute to clarifica-
tion of importance of sustainable
forest management and nature pro-
tection. It includes various activi-
ties to form positive attitudes of all
social groups and especially chil-
dren to forests and forestry.

As regards environmental
projects of foresters in the area of
public relations, we can mention
the following activities: Forest In-
formation Offices, Day of Tree, For-
esters to children, targeted cooperation with local primary schools
carried out by the TANAP State Forests company, Lesopark Drevi-
na, Interactive exhibition ALEA and many others.

A systematic work with the public via media, information
documents and various events helps to build a positive attitude
of inhabitants to forestry and foresters. A positive role in this
respect is played by some non-governmental organisations and
associations. Some of them influence the public very positively,
including activities with the youth, while others get easy access
to media and create a false image on forestry by distorting or

and improper methods of forest management.

e Insufficient staff for public relations, lack of professional expe-
rience in this area.

e Missing coordination of public relations, lack of communica-
tion and cooperation among forestry organisations.

e Insufficient communication and cooperation with organisa-
tions working in the area of the environment, nature and land-
scape protection and non-governmental organisations.

e Lack of financial resources for promotion of forestry.

Framework objectives:

e Elaborating and implementing a comprehensive strategy and
ensuring adequate institutional conditions for public relations
activities in order to increase awareness on benefits of sustain-
able forest management for the society and to achieve a posi-
tive attitude of the public to forests, forest management and
foresters.

e Improving coordination and cooperation in public relations
among forest and non-forest public opinion creating organi-
sations in the area of forestry.

e Improving financial and organisational conditions for public
relations with focus on professionalisation of these activities
and more frequent presentation of activities of foresters in
mass media.
